I. Meeting Called to Order

II. Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance
II1. Approval of Past Minutes

S. Engineer’s Report
Charles Peters with Peters Municipal Associates gave a short update on the following projects:
e  Well #7 — Letter has been drafted to notify contractor of council’s intent to assess
liquidated damages, all sub-contractors but one have been paid in full.
e Design of the McDaniels Fish Camp sewer line extension has been modified to
include the Pitts Bayshore area. Mr. Peters recommends a mail out be conducted
for customers in the area to generate interest in connecting.

e Lift station rehabilitation/replacement project is currently being designed and a
draft schedule being drawn up. Due to the nature of the project, with equipment
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needing to be ordered — there may be an extended construction period of
approximately six months.

e Highway 20 sidewalk extension plans have been completed with specifications to
be completed soon. They will be submitted to FDOT for comment and approval.

Cliff Knauer with Preble-Rish updated the council about a meeting with the contractor of the
Four Mile Bridge — he still anticipates completion by the end of February.
