1. Huff Land Use Amendment

located on the southeast corner of West bay Loop and Panda Drive.  This parcel 

was annexed into the City of Freeport in 2005.  The current Future Land Use 

designation is the county designation of “Rural Village”.  The applicant is 

requesting the City’s “Low Density Residential category

on the parent parcel utilized some of the development potential for this parcel 

and that the maximum number of residential units which could be realized on the 

17 acres was 52 units.
