PREFACE



The purpose of this manual is to establish certain minimum standards for development activities within the City of Freeport's Comprehensive Plan jurisdictional area. Further, it is intended to provide expanded guidance relative to provisions of Freeport's Land Development Regulations (LDR) dealing with installation of infrastructure improvements commonly provided by units of local government.

Specialized utility installations ordinarily provided by quasi governmental or specialty entities such as natural gas, cablevision, telephone, and electrical service a re not covered by these standards. Rather, the servicing entity for each of these services shall determine the method and materials to be used for these installations and shall have the prerogative to require installation according to their own standards and/or personnel.

Any improvements installed under these standards shall be designed and inspected by a registered professional engineer licensed in the State of Florida. Prior to commence of construction activities, the Engineer shall prepare and submit a complete set of design drawings and specifications to the City of Freeport for review and/or approval. Said drawings and specifications shall be in sufficient detail to allow the City of Freeport to determine the nature and extent of the work as well as its conformance to the standards outlined herein. Where the City deems necessary, the Engineer shall provide such additional detail drawings and specifications to ensure that the work accomplished is in accordance with these standards.

The standards are set out in specification format. Where reference is made to the "Contractor", this implies the Developer or the Developer's contractor. Consequently, references‑ to responsibilities of the "Contractor" shall extrapolate to mean these are ultimately responsibilities of the Developer having the work performed. The same applies to responsibilities 6Mhe "Engineer." However, the Engineer may not delegate matters of professional judgement to others of lesser qualifications and the Developer may not usurp or otherwise attempt to influence the professional judgement of the Engineer on matters relating to the proper completion of the work.

Any reference in these standards to Owner shall imply the City of Freeport. A reference to "Specification" shall mean Standards.
