Regular Council Meeting

June 12, 2012
I. Meeting Called to Order

Councilman King called to order the regularly scheduled council meeting of June 12, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. 

Members present:  Mayor J.M. Marse, Council members Elizabeth Brannon, Ray Jackson, Earl King, Charlie Simmons and Harold Taunton. Staff present: City Attorney Clayton Adkinson, Fire Chief Ben Greenslait, City Planner Latilda Henninger and City Clerk Robin Haynes.  Cliff Knauer, Charley Cotton and Anna Hudson were present representing Preble-Rish.
II. Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance
*Mayor Marse asked Ms. Kellie Jo Kilberg, President and CEO of the Walton Area Chamber of Commerce, to introduce herself and give an update of Chamber events.
III. Approval of past minutes

Planning Issues
A.
2nd reading and adoption - LSA/CW Roberts
Discussion regarding the Large Scale Amendment/Re-zoning for C.W. Roberts included the following points:

· Concerns regarding future use possibilities of subject property once the re-zoning was approved – in particular using as a landfill
· Lower density/permitted use for the property rather than I-2

· Adopting re-zoning with restrictions/conditions for future use

· Current owner has no intentions of using property as a landfill

· Possibility of granting a variance with a lesser zoning

· Future reclamation efforts/plans – once dirt removed, would and with what, would it be replaced

Councilman Taunton motioned to approve second reading and adoption of the proposed large scale amendment for CW Roberts, changing the future land use designation of UD (Urban Development) to a proposed future land use designation of I (Industrial) on parcel #36-1N-19-17000-001-0000, for the purpose of developing a borrow pit and earthwork operation facility, as proposed, Councilman Simmons seconded.  There was no additional public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.  Attorney Adkinson read the proposed ordinance by title and ordinance #2012-01 was adopted.
B.
2nd reading and adoption - Re-zoning /CW Roberts

Councilman Jackson motioned to approve second reading and adoption of the proposed re-zoning ordinance for CW Roberts, changing the current zoning of R-1 (Low Density Residential) to a proposed zoning of I-2 (Heavy Industrial) on parcel #36-1N-19-17000-001-0000, for the purpose of developing a borrow pit and earthwork operation facility, subject to the conditions of excluding uses stated in Section 3.05.11 (B) 6, 7 & 8 specifically:


Corrosive acids manufacture or bulk storage including but not limited to hydrochloric, nitric 
sulphuric or similar acids; fertilizer manufacturing and processing; animal slaughtering or 
the confinement of animals for feeding, finishing and preparation for slaughter; bone 
distillation or the reduction, rendering, incineration or storage of garbage, offal, animals or 
animal waste, fats fish or similar materials or products; junk, salvage or wrecking yard or 
structure wherein motor vehicles, appliances or similar used equipment or material are 
stored, dismantled or sorted for display, sale or packing.

 Councilman Taunton seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.  Attorney Adkinson read the proposed ordinance by title and ordinance #2012-02 was adopted.

Engineering agreement – well house #4
Councilman King motioned to approve the engineering agreement for the well house at well #4 for $9,850.00 as presented by Preble-Rish, Councilman Jackson seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.

Rescind Resolution #2011-01 (USDA Loan Resolution)

Councilman King motioned to rescind resolution #2011-01, USDA Loan resolution, Councilman Jackson seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.

Councilman King motioned to approve the amendment to the letter of conditions for the USDA loan (reducing the loan amount) as presented, Councilman Simmons seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.

Councilman Simmons motioned to approve the proposed resolution, reducing the USDA loan from $1,455,000.00 to $1,200,000.00, as presented, Councilman Jackson seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.  Resolution #2012-03 was adopted.
