I. Meeting Called to Order

III. Approval of past minutes

LDC “Industrial Use” workshop
Council instructed Ms. Henninger to bring the workshop request back at a later meeting, possibly August.

Ball field plans

Councilman Simmons motioned to approve Preble-Rish proceeding with design and survey work needed at the point for the parking lot improvements for $3,500.00, Councilman King seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.

FRWA Annual conference
Councilman King motioned for approval of staff attendance at the Florida Rural Water Association annual conference in Daytona, Councilman Jackson seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.

Highway 331 utility line relocation
Mayor Marse updated council on the awarding of the widening of Highway 331 by the Department of Transportation to Anderson-Columbia.  The City’s engineering estimate of construction had been $1,700,000.00 for the moving of the utility lines.  The bids for C.W. Roberts (utility work) were $1,500,000.00 vs Anderson-Columbia’s of $2,200,000.00.  Since Anderson-Columbia was awarded the contract, FDOT was requiring the City to pay the entire $2,200,000.00 by promissory note.  Council agreed to have Attorney Adkinson look into whether the City could negotiate with the promissory note.

Sewer line repair/Highway 20

Clerk Haynes informed the council that due to a continuing problem with the lift station in the area, a section of sewer line on Highway 20 (in front of the car wash) was videotaped.  It was found to have a separated section of pipe that sand/dirt is coming into the line.  Due to the location of the pipe, underneath the parking lot, staff is trying to determine options for the least expensive and disruptive way to repair it.  It will be brought back to the council at a later date.
