



Regular Council Meeting

August 14, 2012
I. Meeting Called to Order

Mayor Marse called to order the regularly scheduled council meeting of August 14, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. 

Members present:  Mayor J.M. Marse, Council members Elizabeth Brannon, Ray Jackson, Earl King, Charlie Simmons and Harold Taunton. Staff present: City Attorney Clayton Adkinson, Interim Fire Chief Russell Beaty, Fire Chief Ben Greenslait, City Planner Latilda Henninger and Parks Director Shane Supple. Cliff Knauer and Charley Cotton were present representing Preble-Rish.  
II. Approval of past minutes

Planning Issues
A.
Southern Wine & Spirits Development application

Councilwoman Brannon motioned to approve the development order application for Southern Wine and Spirits, construction of a distribution warehouse (5,967 sf office/8,747 sf warehouse) on parcel #36-1N-19-17000-001-0028 as presented, Councilman Simmons seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.
B.
CW Roberts borrow pit Development application

Councilman King motioned to approve the development order application for the construction of a borrow pit and earthwork operation facility on parcel #36-1N-19-17000-001-0010, with the condition of adding the terminology: “excluding uses stated in Section 3.05.11 (B) 6, 7 & 8 specifically:
Corrosive acids manufacture or bulk storage including but not limited to 



hydrochloric, nitric sulphuric or similar acids; fertilizer manufacturing and 


processing; animal slaughtering or the confinement of animals for feeding, 


finishing and preparation for slaughter; bone distillation or the reduction, 



rendering, incineration or storage of garbage, offal, animals or animal waste, fats 


fish or similar materials or products; junk, salvage or wrecking yard or structure 


wherein motor vehicles, appliances or similar used equipment or material are 


stored, dismantled or sorted for display, sale or packing”, 
Councilman Simmons seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.

Cross Creek Estates Phase I revised plat

Councilman King motioned to continue the Cross Creek Estates Phase I revised plat to a later meeting, per Ms. Henninger’s request, Councilman Jackson seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.

Councilman King motioned to approve the interlocal agreement with the City of Freeport and the Walton County Sheriff’s Department for operational oversight of the Freeport fire department as presented, Councilwoman Brannon seconded. Engineering agreement/fire & sewer computer models
