1st public hearing – Large Scale Amendment (LSA-02)

2nd reading and adoption – annexation ordinance/Andrews
Councilwoman McLean motioned to approve the 2nd reading and adoption of the proposed annexation ordinance of approximately + 1,112.77 acres located on parcel numbers 11-1S-19-23000-001-0000, 11-1S-19-23000-001-0001, 02-1S-19-23000-001-0010 and 02-1S-19-23000-001-0000, owned by 331 Freeport Partners, LLC, Councilman Jackson seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 4:0.  Attorney Clay Adkinson read the ordinance by title and ordinance #2013-06 was adopted.

Revised Memorandum of Agreement/Florida Department of Transportation
Councilman Taunton motioned to approve the revised memorandum of agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation to maintain the right of way areas of Highway 331 South and Highway 20 that are within City limits for three years at a rate of $29,999.69 per year (DOT requested the date of commencement be changed or eliminated), Councilman Jackson seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 4:0.  Resolution #2013-09 was adopted.
