There was no additional council or public discussion, the motion carried 3-2 (Brannon and McLean).

Attendance to training conferences

Councilman Taunton motioned to approve Mayor Barley attending the Institute for Elected Municipal Officials and Latilda Hughes attending Flood Plain manager certification training, Councilwoman McLean seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.

Budgeted maintenance items

Councilman Jackson motioned to approve replacing the garage doors at the old public works building for $3,900.00 and building the second pole barn at the public works building (both were budgeted items), Councilwoman Laird seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.
VI. Council Business Not On Agenda
Councilwoman Laird presented Mr. Jim Dickerson, representing State Farm Insurance, to answer council or audience members’ questions regarding fire department ISO ratings and home owner insurance. ISO ratings are but one item among several other criteria that are used to determine insurance rates.  It is not the only factor considered.
Robin Haynes informed the council that the employee evaluations had been completed.  Mayor Marse Barley suggested the council members look over the evaluations and bring a recommendation for raises back to a future council meeting.
VII. Public Comment
Tim Ard presented a request to place a historical marker in the area of the gazebo at the Four Mile Creek Landing Park.  Councilwoman McLean motioned to approve the marker, Councilwoman Laird seconded.  There was no public or council discussion, the motion carried 5:0.
