The Freeport Regional Sports Complex is a state of the art 

recreational facility located on 60 acres in Freeport, Florida. The 

complex boasts baseball and softball fields, soccer/ football fields, 

basketball courts, tennis courts, disc golf, beach volleyball, paved 

walking/ jogging trails, and a 10,000 square  foot playground with 

multiple options for children of all ages! 

Park hours are 10 am to 10 pm Monday – Friday and 7 am to 10 

pm Saturday-Sunday and are subject to change if need be.

Baseball/ Softball Fields 

The Freeport Regional Sports Complex has three (3) 

200’ fields, one (1) 330’ field, and one (1) 300’ field.  One 

of the 200’ fields has all clay in field, fit to suit fast pitch 

softball. The 300’ and 330’ fields are perfect for adult 

softball! 

Soccer/ Multi-use fields  

 There are two (2) soccer/ multi-use fields. 

Basketball and Tennis Courts 

There are Two (2) lighted Basketball courts and Three 

(3) lighted Tennis courts which are open during normal 

park hours. Don’t forget to bring your own equipment!

The complex offers 5 fields that can be 

used for ballgames. We have 3 baseball 

fields and 2 softball fields. The fields are 

kept well groomed and there is netting to 

catch foul-balls near the bleachers and 

common area.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

The fields can also be used for kick-ball 

if that is more suited to you.  All of the 

fields have proper lighting for evening 

games. There is a press box centered 

on fields 1 through 3 as well.
